Installation Instructions

1) Screw bottom rear plenum (item 1) to floor and wall.

2) Place back plate (item 3) on top of rear plenum and screw to 
wall. Place divider (item 2), with insulation side down, on top of 
back plate and screw the three items together.

3) Heating element is installed at this point (Price supplied 
optional)

4) Fit front panel assembly to back panel ensuring back lip of 
front panel fits behind back plate (see detail A) and the front 
bottom angle sits flush with bottom rear plenum (see detail B). 
Screw front panel to bottom rear plenum. (item 1)

5) Fit mullion (item 5) onto required end of front panel (item 4). 
Slide end cap (item 6 or 7) into place where necessary.

1) Screw bottom rear plenum (item 1) inplace to floor and wall.

2) Place back plate (item 3) on top of rearplenum and screw to wall. 
Place divider (item 2), with insulation side down, on top ofback plate 
and screw the three items together.

3) Fit front panel assembly to back panel ensuring back lip of front 
panel fits behind back plate (see detail a) and the front bottom angle 
sits flush with bottom rear plenum (see detail b). Screw front panel 
to bottom rear plenum.

4) Fit mullion (item 5) onto required end of front panel (item 4). Slide 
end cap (item 6 or 7) into place where necessary.

1) Screw bottom rear plenum (item 1) in placeto floor and wall.  
Repeat for each unit ensuring edges of plenum are flush to each 
other.

2) Place back plate (item 3) on top of rear plenum and screw to wall 
for each section, ensuring edges are flush. Place divider (item 2), 
with insulation side down, on top of back plate and screw the three 
items together for each section, ensuring edges of plate are flush.

 Note: insulation is .250" longer than plate, and meant to be flexible 
to ensure seal.

3) Heating element is installed at this point (price supplied optional)

4) Fit front panel assembly to back panel ensuring back lip of front 
panel fits behind back plate (see detail A) and the front bottom 
angle sits flush with bottom rear plenum (see detail B). Screw front 
panel to bottom rear plenum. Fit mullion (item 5) onto required end 
of front panel (item 4).

5) Repeat step 3 for each section fitting each front panel assembly 
into the mullion of the previous section.

6) Slide end cap (item 6 or 7) into place where necessary.
